[13] Instead, be glad that you are 
in the very thick of what Christ experienced. This is a spiritual refining 
process, with glory just around the corner. [14] If you're abused 
because of Christ, count yourself fortunate. It's the Spirit of God and 
his glory in you that brought you to the notice of others. [15] If they're 
on you because you broke the law or disturbed the peace, that's a 
different matter. [16] But if it's because you're a Christian, don't give it 
a second thought. Be proud of the distinguished status reflected in that 
name!”
